Reciprocal Partnership
The future of missions is a multi-directional exchange, not a one-way flow of aid.
· Lasting change is achieved through long-term partnerships, not just immediate aid.
· Global mission requires a co-laboring model where all partners both give and receive.
Personal Transformation
The primary outcome of cross-cultural service is a reshaped worldview, not a list of tasks.
· Personal experience with poverty replaces abstract concepts with faces and names.
· The most significant result is the building of long-term relationships that alter one’s perspective.
· One’s own cultural identity can become starkly visible when in a minority context.
· Living with fewer distractions highlights the importance of fundamental spiritual practices.
